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1. Introduction:

Rural Reconstruction Organisation (RRO) is a registered voluntary organisation serving the poor and marginalized people of seven blocks in Tirunelveli district in Tamilnadu state in India  RRO was established in 1994 with North Ariyanayakipuram as base and took active part in all welfare measures of this area.

RRO stands for holistic empowerment of women – who are catalyst for socio economic changes.  RRO had under took various development activities such as Sangam formation, basic amenities issues, Old age pension, Bank Credits, Land Patta  (title deed) for poor and right based activities for the exploited people.

RRO has five member board out of which four are women. RRO has 12 member advisory committee and an auditor and a Development Consultant

This year has witnessed many activities which are far reaching effects on our target people .The administrative  office has been shifted to Suthamalli village in the outskirts of Tirunelveli town to enable the semi urban people also to avail our programmes. 
2. Major Activities carried out:
      2.1.PPTCT:

 Prevention of HIV/AIDS from parent to child is the main aim of this programme. In order to achieve this aim the monitoring of ANC is vital. RRO has field staff in all 19 blocks of Tirunelveli district and achieved results as per the details given below:
i. Meetings held by ORWs

 Totally 1024 meetings were held in this reporting period

ii. Coverage and ANC +ve Delivery

 33 ANC Positive delivery cases were detected in this period.

iii. Follow up activities

Follow up of new born babies was carried out according to different age groups in this period. Totally 37 babies were monitored

iv. Delivery status

 Totally 37 deliveries were reported in Government Hospitals in this reporting period.

v. Linkages and Referrals

8964 referrals were made in this period and 7391 were tested.

C. DOTS Providers

RRO has carried out providing DOTS (medicines for TB) through its ORWs in six blocks of Tirunelveli district. Totally 15 patients were covered by this initiative.
2.3. Credit Linkages to Women Self Help Groups 

Credit linkage to women is a basic tool for social empowerment of marginalized women. RRO has been rendering this service for rural women since 1999. Now in this year ICICI and Indian banks came forward to extend credit linkages to 75  women groups. Rs. 1.54 Crores was given as credit under this initiative.
2.4 .Revised National Tuberculosis Control Programme

   a. Treatment Adherence Scheme


Treatment Adherence to DOTS is the main aim of this programme. RRO   has been assigned Alankulam block and  RRO has contacted 90 people and found out no. of people continuing medicines  and no. of people discontinued DOTS . Those who were discontinued were asked to for testing in DMC.
b. Sputum Pick up and transportation Scheme 


RRO has carried out this sputum pick up and transportation task  in Edakal PHC & Urmelazhagiyan PHC and 40 samples were picked up and transported .
3. Other Programmes:

3.1. SHG for Differently Abled  people.
As a part of Community based Rehabilitation Programme, we have formed  eleven Self help groups for differently Abled people- each with  five  persons.

3.2. Survey of Differently abled  people for ID cards

 In this year RRO has conducted socio economic  survey in Alankulam, Papakudi,  Keelapavoor and kadayam blocks to enroll differently Abled people  to  get government welfare assistance . Around 1393 differently able people were identified in this programme. We are in the process to start skill development programmes for these people.
3.3. World Women’s day Programme

The world women’s day was observed on 10th March 2015 at Mukkudal village in Papagudi Block . Mrs. Girija Ramkumar, Chairperson of Papagudi  Panchayat Union  presided this programme. Nearly  300 women took part in this programme. This years’ motto was prevention of Violence against women.
3.4. World T.B  Day programme
World TB day was also observed by RRO on  24/03/2015  at Reddiar patti village in Alankulam Block. Mr. Muthuraj  STS was the chief guest for this programme. Awareness on TB and preventive measures were highlighted in this programme. 150 workers of Soap and snacks factories took part in this one day programme
